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Aktion Club Facts

Aktion Club History: The Florida
District of Kiwanis International
created the Aktion Club program
in 1987 to address the needs of
citizens living with disabilities.
Too often, these citizens are iso-
lated and dependent when they
could be making valuable contri-
butions to themselves and to the
world around them. The unique
aspect of Aktion Club is that a
Kiwanis Club, composed of lead-
ing business and professional
people of the community, serves
as the club’s sponsor. Ifa CKI or
Key Club participates as a co-
sponsor, Aktion club members
also have the opportunity to make
friends with college and high
school-age students.

What is an Aktion Club: An
Aktion club is a community-
service group for adults living
with disabilities. The mission of
the Aktion Club is to provide
adults living with disabilities an
opportunity to develop initiative
and leadership, to serve their
community, to be integrated into
society, and to demonstrate the
dignity and value of citizens liv-
ing with disabilities. Aktion Club
members strive to return to their
communities the benefits, help,
caring they have received, as well
as develop important skills in the
process.

Funding Source

In January 2006, the SCCMHA
Community Integration Program
expanded their consumer-based
recycling program and fundrais-
ing efforts with Metro Recycling
Solutions, which contracted with
Applegate Insulation System Inc.
out of Webberville to process the
newspapers. A semi-trailer was
placed at the North M-52 build-
ing site to collect newspapers. In
March 2008 the Shiawassee-
Owosso Aktion Club assumed
responsibility for the newspaper
recycling program and the trailer
is currently placed in the VG’s
Food Center parking lot.
Through this venture the Shia-

wassee-Owosso Aktion Club has
built partnerships with the Argus
Press, Steiner Tractor Parts Inc.,
Oracle Recycling Center, and
Vg’s Food Center. All Proceeds
from the Shiawassee-Owosso Ak-
tion Club newspaper recycling
trailer go back into community
service projects.
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Who sponsors an Aktion Club:
An Aktion Club is sponsored by a
Kiwanis club. A local agency
supporting citizens who live with
disabilities may assist the spon-
soring Kiwanis club. An Aktion
club also can be sponsored by a
group of clubs or a division
(Kiwanis clubs within an area), or
a Kiwanis club may wish to co-
sponsor an Aktion Club with a
Key Club (high school students)
and/or Circle K club (college stu-
dents). The SCCMHA Aktion
Club is sponsored by the Shia-
wassee- Owosso Kiwanis Club.

What are the benefits of Aktion
Club: Individuals who live with
disabilities often have many tal-
ents but little opportunity to de-
velop or apply them. These citi-
zens have few chances to interact
socially and sometimes little op-
portunity to function in society.
Too often they are isolated and
dependent when they could be
making valuable contributions to
themselves and to the world
around them. Agencies that serve
those who live with disabilities do
their best to help citizens reach
their potential. Many of these
agencies, however, do not have
the funding or staff to provide the
community-based social and rec-
reational activities that their citi-
zens need. The volunteer effort
of local Kiwanis sponsors can
address these and many other
concerns through the Aktion Club
